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DAY 01: SINGAPORE    PERTH (Meals-On-Board) 
Assemble at Changi International Airport for your flight to Perth. 
Upon arrival, transfer to your hotel base on seat-in coach for your overnight stay. 
Please reconfirm with our local representative on your pick-up timings for your daily itineraries. 
 

DAY 02: PERTH (No hotel drop-off after tour) (Breakfast) 
Today, you will enjoy either one of the following pre-selected tour of your choice:- 

1) Morning Perth City Tour with Fremantle – PF 
It takes in all major attractions, beginning with Kings Park botanical gardens, where you have time to experience a walk 
through the trees canopies on the Tree Top Walkway. Later, continue to Cottesloe Beach before arriving at historical 
Fremantle. Part with the group for more time here making your own way home via public transport otherwise we highly 
suggest you take the optional Swan River Cruise back to Perth with Captain Cook Cruises. Onboard, relax into panoramic 
scenery of Perth as you enjoy a Western Australian wine tasting whilst cruising by extravagant waterfront houses of 
Millionaires Row. Alternatively, stay on the coach returning to Perth by road travelling past the University of Western 
Australia, Royal Perth Yacht Club, the Old Swan Brewery, Barrack Street Jetty, the Bell Tower and finally the Perth 
Mint, arrive at approximately 1230hrs. 

2) Afternoon Swan Valley, Wildlife and Wine Tour – SV  
Travel out of Perth through the historic town of Guildford to the Swan Valley, Western Australia’s first wine growing region. 
Further on we stop for some wine tasting at Sandalford Wines. Founded in 1840, today they offer an extensive cellar and 
wine emporium gift store featuring wine accessories and works by local artists. Next, visit the Swan Valley outlet of the 
Margaret River Chocolate Factory. Sample their delicious chocolate or perhaps indulge yourself and enjoy a cup of their 
famous hot chocolate and a decadent truffle (own expense). Select a souvenir from their wide range of delicacies. Afterwards, 
feed kangaroos and touch an adorable koala at Caversham Wildlife Park. Last, we stop at Charlies Estate Wine & Nougat 
Boutique and enjoy an extensive wine tasting including cheese and biscuits. Whilst here you can sample the exciting varied 
flavours of nougat or just browse through their merchandise and gift shop. Return to Perth via the Burswood Resort & 
Casino with arrival at approximately 1800hrs. 
Note: Those who choose to conclude their tour at the Burswood Resort & Casino will have to return to Perth via public 
transport (own expense). 
 

DAY 03: PERTH (Breakfast / Picnic Lunch) 
Today, you will enjoy either one of the following pre-selected tour of your choice:- 

1) Full-Day 4WD Pinnacles, Koalas & Sand Boarding (with Picnic Lunch) – P3 
After stopping at Caversham Wildlife Park in the Swan Valley to view koalas and hand feed the kangaroos, we travel 
along quiet back roads, to the lobster fishing town of Cervantes for lunch, in summer, weather permitting, you can enjoy a 
swim at the beach. Then it’s onwards to the mystical Pinnacles Desert for an easy paced walk through the fascinating 
landscape before giving you the thrilling experience of sand boarding and 4-wheel driving over the vast sand dunes of 
Lancelin. Return to Perth at approximately 1930hrs. Wildflower viewing stops are made (Aug - Dec). 
Note: Tour may operate with morning coach and afternoon 4WD, or depending on passenger numbers, with 4WD all day.  
Sometimes due to soft sand dunes, delays may occur. Tour suitable for pregnant women, people with back problems and infants. 

2) Full-Day Wave Rock, York, Wildflowers & Aboriginal Cultural Tour (with lunch) – W1 
Heading east we enjoy morning tea (own expense) at historic York, the first township founded in the Avon Valley. Visit the 
Dog Cemetery before arriving in Hyden. We then visit Hippo’s Yawn, a rock formation which resembles a hippo yawning. 
We then break for a picnic lunch (W1) at the Wildflower Shop. See the spectacle of Wave Rock and the ancient 
Gnamma Holes. Whilst here, visit either a Wildlife Park or view a unique Antique Lace Collection. Leaving Wave Rock 
we visit The Humps and finally Mulka’s Cave. Return to Perth via a different route and stop at the quaint country town of 
Babakin for afternoon tea (own expense). Arrive Perth at approx. 2030hrs. Wildflower viewing stops made (Sep - Nov). 
Please note: Cultural beliefs & traditions may affect guide availability. 

3) Full-Day Margaret River, Eagles, Cave, Wine & Cape Leeuwin Lighthouse (with Picnic Lunch) – M1 
Travelling south we stop for morning tea (own expense) at Dawesville Channel. We continue south to the Margaret 
River Region and visit Xanadu Winery, you will enjoy a picnic lunch before witnessing raptors being handled up close 
and be in awe at their amazing speed during a free flight display. All passengers will re-join the group to explore Mammoth 

Cave and then pass by the stunning Boranup Forest. Afterwards, visit Cape Leeuwin Lighthouse the dividing point 
between the Southern and Indian Oceans. We break at a café for a light dinner at the Busselton Jetty (own expense). 
Return home to Perth, arriving back at approximately 2130hrs. 
Note: Vineyards closed some public holidays. 
 

DAY 04: PERTH (Breakfast) 
After breakfast, free at leisure. 
 

DAY 05: PERTH   SINGAPORE (Breakfast / Meals-On-Board) 
After breakfast, free at leisure until your departure pick-up time for the airport. 
Do reconfirm with our representative on your pick-up time and be punctual. 
Seat-in-coach transfer to Perth Airport for your returning flight back to Singapore.
