This tranguil mountain
vitlage of 113 buildings has been registered in 1995
as part of the World Herilage. 1% architectural structure
known as “gasshe-zukur” (a house with a thatched
gahle roof, so name because of its shape resembling
hands clasped in prayer. "gassho”), steeply sloping at
an angle of 60 degrees for protection against heavy
snowfall in winter. Thereafter, depart to Takayama.
Takayama, an ancient, tanguil oty called “Little
Kyatn®, Take a stroll at the narrow street of San-
machi {the old street of Takayama), It retains the
elegance of an Edo period township of 400 years
aqo.
